The Stanford Interdisciplinary Graduate Fellowships (SIGF) Program is a new university-wide program 
to award three-year fellowships to outstanding doctoral students engaged in interdisciplinary research. 
SIGF fellowships will enhance the abilities of Stanford doctoral students to undertake ground breaking, 
risk-taking research and pursue questions that cross traditional disciplinary boundaries. 

The Office of the Vice Provost for Graduate Education (VPGE) and the Graduate Fellowship Faculty 
Advisory Committee (GFFAC) are pleased to announce the first competition. In late Spring, 12 to 14 
SIGFs will be awarded to begin Autumn Quarter 2008.   

F e l l o w s h i p  T e r ms  

The first and second year of the fellowship provides an annual stipend ($31,200 for AY08-09, $7,800 per 
quarter), and tuition support (8-10 units for three quarters and 3 units in summer). The third year provides 
4 quarters of stipend, TGR tuition, and another $3,000 stipend to facilitate intellectual and professional 
development in interdisciplinary research. Recipients with TGR enrollment before the third year will also 
receive the one-time funds of $750/qtr. SIGF fellowships must be used within the first six years of 
graduate study at Stanford.  

A p p l i c a t i o n  R e v i e w  P r o c e s s  

Student applications will be reviewed by faculty within one of six areas: human health, environment, 
international studies, creativity and the arts, K-12 education, and a group for inquiry within or between 
the humanities, the social sciences, and the natural sciences, and other emerging areas of interdisciplinary 
study. Each of the six areas will forward their most competitive applications to the GFFAC committee for 
final consideration.  Recipients will be notified of the award in early June 2008. 

E l i g i b i l i t y  a n d  A p p l i c a t i o n  G u i d e l i n e s  

Students currently pursuing a doctoral degree, from any of Stanford’s seven schools, and ideally are in the 
second or third year of graduate study at Stanford, may apply online.  Students should have demonstrated 
academic excellence and evidence of the potential for innovative research in an interdisciplinary area. 
Ability to link intellectual innovation with solving societal problems, an interest in communicating 
research to a broader audience, and a capacity for future leadership will be considered as positive factors.  

The application is at sigf.stanford.edu/application.html for all areas except for the area of human health.

Applicants must submit undergraduate and graduate transcripts, a curriculum vitae, a research statement, 
and two letters of recommendation from Stanford faculty.
